Lessons with a foreign guest
No doubt, global education is very important these days. One of the easiest and most interesting form of it is foreign guest speaker lesson. If your school is in a big city or you live near a big city where there are universities, you can enjoy this kind of lesson too. These days lots of young people go abroad to get higher education there. Some ESL (English speaking learners) travel around the world to get a glimpse into the everyday life of the country they come to and to practice their English. So you can invite a foreign guest to your class which is a good opportunity for your students to be exposed to a different style of spoken English, and to learn content that will benefit their educations. 

Some of you may think that it's better to invite a foreign guest for more advanced students only. I have experience with these lessons with classes of any language level. (You can see this on the Slide [2]) And I can assure you that all of the students enjoyed the lessons. Of course, the important thing is being prepared with activities which serve the lesson’s goal. Right now I am not going to give you detailed information on how to prepare such lessons perfectly. But I intend to encourage you to invite English speaking guests to your classes.
Let's see how to get the most from your guest speaker. The foreign guest can help you at any stage of the lesson: warm-up, reviewing previously learned material, introducing new information, providing opportunities to practice and applying new language or information. Free format practice is one of the most enjoyable parts of the lesson when students may ask questions or share their opinion on the topic. When this is done with a foreign guest, it makes every student excited and enthusiastic.
Now let’s move to the possible activities during such lessons. For beginners or elementary level learners it’s desirable to let the visitor teach them vocabulary, play different word games or to teach them how to make simple sentences. He or she can help students practice reading or even check their reading aloud. In other words, he or she can do the same things as you yourself usually do. 
For more advanced learners the guest can give some information on his or her country, home town or family. You students can get acquainted with some cultural peculiarities. (here you see our American guest telling the 6th graders about American schools and he’s showing pictures of the school he used to study at [6]. And here the guest from Indonesia is telling about the capital city of her country [7]) 
As to the types of activity, any of them is possible here. You’ve already seen the photos displaying whole group activities, pared or group work is all right too (for example, in pairs they can practice a dialogue together [9, 10]). Here’s another task which is fun for students. They practice a dialogue in pairs trying to learn it by heart. Then it is dramatized together with the foreign guest (here you can see the American visitor and a 5th grader are dramatizing a dialogue [11]). When children know they’ll be checked by a foreigner they will do their best to learn the dialogue. Besides, they become more interested in the subject. Even those who had a very low motivation were active. I was surprised to see that nobody was shy to do the task in front of the whole class.  Having the foreign guest as a partner or a group mate makes students talk with each other only in English which is extremely good for them.
No matter what activity you choose the main thing is how you can benefit from the visit. First of all, you raise your students’ curiosity, excitement, activeness, they become more interested in the subject. They practice English with a real foreigner! As a result their English improves.
Global education places an emphasis on developing relationships with people from different countries. It helps students to see themselves as global citizens who can contribute to a more peaceful, just and sustainable world. And one more thing, Global education promotes positive values such as tolerance and hospitality. In the modern world the word ‘hospitality’ is a synonym for the business in tourism. But the real meaning of this word is the relationship process between a guest and a host, and it refers to the act or practice of being hospitable, that is, the reception and entertainment of guests, visitors, with liberality and goodwill. Hospitality is also known as the act of generously providing care and kindness to whoever is in need.

Let us do kind deeds for each other, let us be kind, let’s be friendly and have friends all over the world! 
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
